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Appendix 2 ( EOC Emergency Condition Levels) to Annex B(OPERATIONS)
EMERGENCY CONDITION   “4”:  ECON “4”

Normal daily operations. The EOC is not open and no EOC staff are on duty. Emergency calls and emergency operations are handled by the 9-1-1 Center.

EMERGENCY CONDITION  “3”:   ECON “3”

Monitoring Phase - An emergency situation has developed that requires monitoring by the County Emergency Response Team.  Notification is made to those County agencies and Emergency Support Functions that may need to take action as part of their everyday responsibilities; a “Watch team” from Department of Public Safety personnel may be activated for EOC duty; and all personnel assigned to the EOC are placed on 24 hour quick recall.

EMERGENCY CONDITION “2”:    ECON “2”

Partial Activation - An emergency situation has developed that requires the partial activation of the County Emergency Operations Center. This is a limited agency activation. All primary, or lead, Emergency Support Functions are notified;  Department of Public Safety personnel staff the County EOC; and the EOC is prepared for 24/7 operations. 

EMERGENCY CONDITION “1”:    ECON “1”

Full-scale Activation - An emergency situation had developed that requires a full-scale activation of the County Emergency Operations Center. In a full-scale activation, all primary and support agencies under the County EOP are notified; the County EOC is staffed by Department of Public Safety and all Emergency Support Function personnel; and the EOC is operational 24/7 for the duration of the emergency.   
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
