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Appendix 1 (Surge Capacity/Alternate Health Care Sites)  to ANNEX D:  

1. General:
If an influenza pandemic causes severe illness in large numbers of people, hospital capacity might be overwhelmed.  In that event, alternate may sites may need to be activated. Examples of alternate cares sites could include school gymnasiums, national guard armories, convention centers, and so on.
2.  Alternate Site Criteria:   The selection of alternate care sites for pandemic influenza should address the following infection control and patient care needs:


a. Bed capacity and spatial separation of patients


b. Facilities and supplies for hand hygiene


c. Lavatory and shower capacity for large numbers of patients


d. Food services (refrigeration, food handling, and preparation)


e. Medical services


f. Staffing for patient care and support services


g. Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) supplies


h. Cleaning/disinfection supplies


i. Environmental services (linen, laundry, waste)


j. Safety and security 

3. Equipment and Supply List for Alternate Health Care Site:
